The November Gleam article outlined the current review of the three team makeup of the Kehukee Council. We are still tak-
ing input from PBA Churches, individuals, and those associated with The Kehukee Council regarding the possible creation of a
fourth team having a single focus, that being financial aspects supporting Camp Kehukee outside of budgetary monies. This dis-
cussion began with the October 13, 2011, Kehukee Council meeting as an agenda item. It returns January 12, 2012, after input
from others, and then goes to the PBA Executive Council January 16, 2012, for deliberation/vote if a recommendation is made by
the Kehukee Council as to a fourth team. Please register your thoughts, concerns, support etc., with your Kehukee Council Repre-
sentative, with a Kehukee Council Team Leader (listed at end of article), DOM Ron Sowers, or myself before January 12, 2012.
Kehukee Church Representatives are encouraged to attend the 7 PM Kehukee Council meeting on January 12, 2012, at Second
Baptist Church, hosted by the Reservations Team Leader, Jeanie Pond. Anyone wishing to personally speak regarding this issue
will be allowed to do so.

Presently the five PBA Trustees (and newly elected one, taking office January 1, 2012) are individually reviewing guidelines/
regulations as to usage of Camp Kehukee with one primary emphasis in mind....SAFETY! We don’t want to mandate or require
unreasonable expectations for camp usage, but at the same time make sure that we use sound judgment in protecting ourselves. It
must go beyond adequate insurance coverage. Trustees will meet as a body January 10, 2012. If there are any recommendations,
they will be presented at the January 12, 2012, Kehukee Council meeting.

A special recognition is being planned for our retiring caretaker, Lawrence Carter. You will receive specific information about
this in a separate mailing.
